AMENDMENTS BY MR. CONAWAY TO H.R. 2643 TO END THE MORATORIA ON OFFSHORE DRILLING
Mr. Conaway’s amendments strike sections 104 and 105 of H.R. 2643 to end the moratoria on offshore drilling.  Both sections cannot be removed under a single amendment.  
The amendment is the first of two amendments to end the congressional moratoria on offshore drilling.  
The amendment is the second of two amendments to end the congressional moratoria on offshore drilling.  
Legislation must be enacted that would allow for deep sea exploration. Department of the Interior estimates of oil and gas resources in undiscovered fields on the OCS  total 76 billion barrels of oil and 406.1 trillion cubic feet of gas. These volumes represent about 60 percent of the oil and 41 percent of the natural gas resources estimated to be contained in remaining undiscovered fields in the United States.
Four simple reasons to lift the Congressional ban on deep sea energy exploration:

1. Environmentally Safe 

2. 76 billion barrels of oil 

2. 406.1 trillion cubic feet of natural gas

3. Off the coast of Cuba, Castro plans to enter into drilling leases with the Chinese to drill for oil and natural gas 45 miles from US shores.
